The Pleasanton Housing Authority (Housing Authority) operates exclusively within the
boundaries of the City of Pleasanton (City), and therefore the City is the only affected
governmental entity. The Housing Authority’s Executive Director discussed the proposed
disposition action with the City Council on October 16, 2012, and again on November 5, 2013.
The Executive Director and City Council discussed the proposed plan for the new construction of
185 affordable homes for seniors, 103 of which will be built on the Kottinger Place Site once the
disposition is complete. The City Council asked gquestions about resident outreach and resident
relocation. In response to these questions, the Executive Director provided a detailed summary
of the resident outreach and resident participation in the planning process that had been
conducted to date and explained that residents will be temporarily moved off-site to
accommodate the new construction, receiving first preference to return to the new units once
complete. The information provided to the City Council regarding resident outreach and
relocation planning is further described and addressed in this Inventory Removal Application.

The City Council was very supportive of the proposed plan to more than double the number of
affordable homes for seniors in the City and commended the Housing Authority for its extensive
resident outreach and for incorporating resident feedback in the planning process. On behalf of
the City Council, Mayor Jerry Thorne provided a letter of support for the disposition of Kottinger
Place on November, 20, 2013.

In addition to consulting with the Appropriate Government Official, the Executive Director, City
Manager, and members of the Kottinger Place Redevelopment Task Force met with United
States Congressman Eric Swalwell to discuss the proposed disposition action at Kottinger Place
on June 10, 2013. Congressman Swalwell provided a letter of support for the disposition of
Kottinger Place on December 20, 2013.

It is with great pleasure that I write to express the City of Pleasanton’s support for the City of
Pleasanton Housing Authority’s Demolition and Disposition Application to the United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for Kottinger Place. Approval of this
application will help facilitate the proposed construction of approximately 185 new affordable
homes for seniors, more than doubling the affordable homes currently available at the site.

In 2004, the City Council formed the Kottinger Place Redevelopment Task Force (Task Force) to
assist the Housing Authority with studying the potential for redevelopment of the site to
accommodate additional affordable homes for seniors that would better meet the needs of the
existing residents and the City’s growing demand for affordable senior housing. The Task Force
is made up of representatives from key stakeholder groups, including a Kottinger Place resident,
Kottinger Place neighbors, and representatives from the City’s Housing Commission, Parks and
Recreation Commission, and City Council, and has played an important role in creating a
comprehensive and inclusive planning process.

The proposed relocation plan ensures every existing household at Kottinger Place is provided
with safe, decent, and affordable replacement housing in the surrounding community during the
time they are relocated off site. Throughout the relocation process, the needs of each household
will be the Pleasanton Housing Authority’s (PHA) top priority. Upon completion, every
Kottinger Place resident will be given the first right to return to the newly constructed affordable
homes on the Kottinger Place Site as described in the attachment to the Section 18 Certification
provided in Section 9 of this Application.

The PHA and MidPen contracted with Autotemp, an experienced relocation consulting company,
to perform relocation planning and to provide counseling and advisory services for the Kottinger
Place residents. Autotemp will also implement the relocation program as outlined in the
Relocation Plan dated September, 2014. The key components of the relocation plan are as
follows:

e The fifty existing Kottinger Place households will be temporarily relocated to
comparable, decent, and safe housing units for no more than 12 months while the new
units are constructed. Funding for relocation costs, estimated to be $2,465,000, will be
provided by the City of Pleasanton’s Lower-Income Housing Fund.

e Prior to the relocation, the PHA and Autotemp will meet individually with residents to
understand their needs, address concerns, provide assistance processing relocation
benefits, identify a temporary housing unit, and coordinate the moving process by
providing packing and moving assistance and follow up once the move occurs.

e While living temporarily off-site, the PHA and Autotemp will remain in regular
communication with the residents, providing updates regarding the timing for completion
of the new units.

e Following HUD’s approval of this Disposition Application, the Housing Authority of the
County of Alameda, which administers the Section 8 program in the City of Pleasanton,
will make an application for 50 tenant protection replacement vouchers to ensure that
existing residents continue to pay no more than 30% of their income toward rent after the
disposition is complete and the project is redeveloped. These vouchers will be project
based at the new development. Kottinger Place residents will be given first preference to
return to the new units after the redevelopment and post-disposition.

e In accordance with Federal and State of California Relocation Law, all residents received
a General Information Notice and Notice of Non-Displacement dated December 5, 2012,
outlining information about the proposed redevelopment and the residents’ rights. Once



a replacement housing unit has been identified, Autotemp will prepare a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) that will outline the resident’s options in regards to moving
payments and temporary housing. The MOU will also document the resident’s choices,
and once finalized, Autotemp will meet with each household to obtain signatures from all
adult members of the household. Each household will receive 90-Day and 30-Day
informational notices, as well as the legally required notices closer to their actual move
date.

The PHA is sensitive to the needs of the existing senior residents and will be in constant
communication with residents before, during, and after the off-site relocation. To this point,
MidPen, on behalf of the PHA, met individually with each household in May, 2012, to discuss
the proposed disposition and redevelopment of Kottinger Place, listen to their feedback, answer
their questions, and begin to understand their relocation needs. In addition to the individual
meetings, the Housing Authority and MidPen held group resident meetings in April, 2012,
October, 2012, July, 2013, and October, 2013. During the temporary off-site relocation, the
PHA and Autotemp will provide assistance during the moves and will continue to keep residents
informed about the timing for the completion of the new units. The PHA recognizes that the key
to a successful relocation process is keeping residents informed and engaged and providing them
with as much assistance as possible.

All residents have been made aware of the relocation plan and process through the resident
outreach as further described in Section 7 of this Application.
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INTRODUCTION

The City of Pleasanton’s Housing Authority’s (“Authority”) mission is to promote the
general welfare of the City by remedying unsafe and substandard housing, and by
relieving the shortage of affordable housing for City residents.

The Authority is submitting to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (“HUD”), a Demolition and Disposition Application, under Section 18 of
the United States Housing Act, for the disposition and subsequent transfer of its
“Kottinger Place” public housing property (the “Project”) within its jurisdiction to the
City of Pleasanton and subsequently to a private non-profit housing corporations; an
affiliate of MidPen Housing (“MidPen” or the “Developer”). Following approval of the
Disposition Application by HUD, the Authority will submit a separate application to
HUD for Tenant Protection Vouchers (“Vouchers”) so that any displaced eligible
household would be able to secure long term affordable housing. The disposition will
provide the Authority with the opportunity to replace obsolete and substandard
housing, increasing the affordable housing availability along with maintaining
housing occupancy standards.

Autotemp, an experienced acquisition and relocation consulting firm, has been
selected to prepare this requisite Draft Relocation Plan (the “Plan”) and will, as
necessary, provide any subsequently required relocation assistance. In compliance
with statutory requirements, the Plan has been prepared to evaluate the present
circumstances and any replacement housing requirements of the current Project
occupants.

This Plan provides for the results of a needs assessment survey, its subsequent
incorporation into the Developer’s planning process, and details of the Developer’s
possible relocation activities.

Pursuant to Federal regulations governing the disposition of public housing projects
(24 CFR 970), the Uniform Relocation Act does not apply to the disposition of the
Project. However, in accordance with Section 18 of the United States Housing Act
(42 USC 1437p), and it’'s implementing regulations (24 CFR 970.21), the Authority
must offer each family displaced “comparable housing”. Such comparable housing
may include, if available, tenant-based assistance such as a Voucher, project-based
assistance or occupancy in a unit operated or assisted by a public housing authority
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at a rental rate paid by the household that is comparable to the rental rate applicable
to the unit which the household presently occupies. Those residents who are
required to move are also entitled to payment of actual and reasonable relocation
expenses and are eligible to receive advisory services.

In the event any of the Developer’s actions resulting from the implementation of the
Disposition result in residential displacement, the Developer must also comply with
the Uniform Relocation Act (46 U.S.C. ' 4600 et seq.), its implementing regulations
(49 C.F.R.) Part 24), the California Relocation Assistance Law, California
Government Code Section 7260 et. seq., (the “CRAL”) and the California Relocation
Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Guidelines, Title 25, California Code of
Regulations, Chapter 6, Section 6000 et seq. (the "Guidelines") for residential
displacements.

It should be noted that, with certain narrow exceptions, Federal funds cannot be
used for any “displaced person” who is an alien not lawfully present in the United
States. No mandatory displacement activities will take place prior to the required
reviews and approval of this Plan.
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PROJECT CIRCUMSTANCES

The Authority has determined that the disposition of Kottinger Place public housing
units and subsequent redevelopment is in the best interest of the residents and the
Authority; is consistent with the goals of the Authority and the Authority’s Annual
Plan; and is consistent with the United States Housing Act of 1937. The Authority
has come to this conclusion based on the current condition of Kottinger Place and its
potential for redevelopment.

The Disposition and the provision of Tenant Protection Vouchers, will permit the
Authority to replace public housing subsidies with project-based Section 8 and utilize
additional funding sources, including Low Income Housing Tax Credits, HOME
and/or CDBG funding, City of Pleasanton Lower-Income Housing Funds, and a
Federal Home Loan Bank’s AHP loan. Such a change will significantly improve the
Authority’s ability to increase and preserve the existing affordable housing stock and
opportunities for low-income families in the City of Pleasanton, and provide for the
future repair, maintenance and management of these properties.

The site currently has 50 public housing units constructed in 1972 and are to the
point that demolition and redevelopment of the units are necessary to ensure long
term affordable housing. It has been determined that it is more cost effective to build
new homes in-lieu of rehabilitation existing homes to meet current local and State
building codes.

Overview of Disposition Strategy

Kottinger Gardens is a two phased redevelopment of Kottinger Place, into a new and
vibrant affordable senior housing community in the City of Pleasanton. The existing
Kottinger Place site will be redeveloped with 103 new affordable units, of which 50
will be subsidized with a Project Based Section 8 (HAP) contract, while the
remaining will be tax credit subsidized units. The Kottinger Place site will be
combined with the nearby Pleasanton Gardens, another affordable site for seniors
along with nearby vacant land, with the construction of an additional 82 new
affordable units on a combined 6.2 acres of land.

Kottinger Gardens’s site design, buildings, and landscaping were conceived as
vibrant additions to community, in harmony with their immediate surroundings.
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Buildings are scaled and sited such that apartments are set within and amongst
gardens. Outdoor paths and open-air balconies allow views of drought- tolerant
gardens and fill the apartments with natural light and air. The architecture is
simultaneously modern and contextual, incorporating both historic and contemporary
materials, crisp details, and colors found in the surrounding neighborhood.

The project ranges in height from three- and two-stories on the northwestern portion
of the existing Kottinger Place site to one-story on the south and southeastern
portions of the Kottinger Place site. On the Pleasanton Gardens site, the two-story
building is located in the center of the site with one-story buildings around the site’s
perimeter. The building's facades are punctuated with recesses private terraces and
patios.

Both relocation and redevelopment will proceed in phases. The first phase includes
the construction of 127 one-bedroom apartments ranging in size from 584-618
square feet, and four two-bedroom apartments (one of which is reserved for the on-
site manager) are 842 square feet on the Kottinger Place site and two adjacent
parcels.

The second phase includes the construction of 50 one-bedroom apartments ranging
in size from 584-618 square feet and four (4) two-bedroom apartments (one of which
is reserved for the on-site manager) are 842 square feet on the Pleasanton Garden
Site. All of the units include eat-in kitchens, easily accessible bathrooms, and ample
storage space. Each of the ground floor units has a private front patio, and all of the
second and third story apartments have private decks, ranging from 90 to 100
square feet.

Special care has been taken to make the apartments economical yet highly livable
for seniors.

e A unit-to-parking ratio of .8, which reflects the parking needs of senior citizens
in the area

e Access to public transportation connecting to other parts of the City and
County, public parks, grocery stores, senior services center, and pharmacies

It must be noted that any displacement of a household for 12 months or more is
considered a permanent displacement and must be treated as such in accordance
with relocation rules and regulations, and the displaced households provided any
financial, and other benefits pertaining thereto.

As phasing requires, in addition to advisory assistance, households will be provided
temporary housing or Vouchers to rent in the private market; or as phasing allows,
will move directly into newly created affordable housing. Households will be
provided a fixed moving payment or actual and reasonable relocation expenses
(within 50 miles). Tenants must be in “good standing”, i.e., current on their rent and
in compliance with their lease.

Being “current on rent” means the household has paid the prior month’s rent and
does not owe any back rent to the Authority or, if there is back rent owed, the
household has entered into a repayment agreement with the Authority and is
following the terms of that agreement. Being “in compliance with the lease” means
the household has not been served with an eviction notice, written notice of violation
or been evicted. If a household or one of its members has been issued a Notice to
Vacate or has otherwise been informed in writing that they are not in compliance
with their lease, and the case has not been resolved at the time relocation is
necessary, The Authority will not issue the family a voucher at that time. If the case
is resolved, or if a court rules in favor of the resident, the Authority will provide

a voucher at that time.
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THE PROJECT SITE

The general location of the site is represented in ATTACHMENT 1. The breakdown
of the units by bedroom-count is shown in TABLE 1 below.

THE HOUSEHOLDS

The Authority provided the resident information necessary for the preparation of this
Plan. Consultant staff used existing rent and information provided by the Authority as
an indicator and developed estimated income figures by extrapolation. As the
project moves forward, accurate information and documentation combined with
interviews will be necessary to determine individual needs and relocation budgets for
displaced households.

ASSESSMENT OF NEEDS

Personal interviews were conducted with the residents in May and October of 2012,
to determine their needs and provide input into the redevelopment process.
Interviews will be conducted again with the households when implementation of this
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Plan is closer. Inquiries made of the occupants will include household size and
composition, ages of occupants, rental and income information, length and type of
occupancy, ethnicity, primary language in the home, disabilities and health
problems, and preferences related to replacement housing and location.

Relocation activities will consider individual household needs to be close to public
transportation, employment, schools, public/social services and agencies,
recreational services, parks, community centers and shopping.

Relocation information and assistance will be provided in the primary language of
the displaced occupants if requested, in order to assure that all displaced occupants

obtain a complete understanding of the relocation plan and eligible benefits.

UNITS - CURRENT

As noted above, of the 90 total units there are currently no vacancies on the
Pleasanton Gardens site, while the Kottinger Place generally is operated with no
vacancies.

UNIT NEED

Based upon the Authority’s occupancy standards, there are no “over- and under-
housed” issues. Essentially, a single-person household or ‘head’ of household is
eligible to occupy one bedroom. The introduction of a spouse or domestic partner
would not alter that one-bedroom count.

If, however, a single-person household requires the services of an aide, that aide, as
approved by the Authority, would be entitled to their own, separate bedroom. Under
all other circumstances, every two persons are assigned a separate bedroom; any
“odd-numbered” person would also be entitled to a separate bedroom. Except for
single-persons and those requiring aides, each bedroom shall be occupied by two
persons before the household becomes otherwise eligible for an additional bedroom.

RELOCATION HOUSING NEEDS AND RESOURCES

The interview process will be used to determine housing preferences or reported
need to be close to public transportation, employment, schools, public/social
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services and agencies, recreational services, parks, community centers and
shopping. In addition, health needs, which will require special consideration for
accessibility and perhaps proximity to medical facilities, will be identified. The
interviews will be performed by Autotemp staff and confidentiality will be maintained.
The Authority has retained the services MidPen Housing Corporation who has
contracted with Autotemp to prepare this Relocation Plan and, as may be required,
to provide advisory and relocation assistance to those households which may need
to relocate to:

= Other, privately-owned units which accept Section 8 Vouchers;
= Other Project Based Section 8 units;

*» Choose to “port-out” to the jurisdiction of another Housing Authority using the
portability feature of Section 8 Vouchers;

= Temporary housing provided by MidPen Housing.

For residents deciding to use their voucher, they will have four months from the point
at which their Vouchers are issued to them to move from their unit. At that time, the
resident will be offered advisory assistance to assist them in the move.

From the point a Voucher is issued, the Developer will pay one-time, fixed or actual
and reasonable moving expenses for any household that moves within 120 days
from the receipt of their Voucher and/or Notice of Eligibility. The Authority will
consider an extension of the 120-day period on a case-by-case basis for extenuating
circumstances. Should the request for an extension of time be denied, families will
have the right to grieve this determination pursuant to the grievance procedure
outlined in this Plan.

Generally, the Voucher Program is limited to families earning 50% of Area Median
Income (AMI), adjusted by household size, as compared to an income-limit of 80%
of AMI for the Public Housing Program. However, because families in are
considered “continuing participants” under HUD regulations, all eligible families in
good standing will be offered a Voucher.
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In addition to meeting Section 8 Housing Quality Standards (HQS), “comparable
replacement housing” means:

e Comparable as to the number of bedrooms, living space, and type and quality of
construction, but neither lesser nor greater in rooms or living space than
necessary to accommodate the household pursuant to the Housing Authority’s
occupancy standards;

e |n an area that does not have unreasonable environmental conditions;

e Is not generally less desirable than the unit with respect to proximity to schools,
employment, health and medical facilities and other public and commercial
facilities and services; and

e |s within the financial means of the household as defined in Section 6008,
subdivision (c) (5) of the Guidelines.

Any relocation assistance to be provided by the Developer shall conform to the
standards and provisions set forth in the California Relocation Assistance Law (the
“CRAL”), Government Code 7260 et seq., the Guidelines and all other applicable
regulations and requirements.

Temporary replacement housing for the up to 50 households at the Kottinger Place
site, in three phases, will be through the issuance of Vouchers or temporary
relocation, which should provide households with greater flexibility in regard to
relocating virtually anywhere within the Authority’s jurisdiction or outside the area
entirely if the households should choose, while retaining their rent-geared-to-income
position. Referrals will be made both to income-restricted dwellings and open market
housing.

A Section 8 Program resource study was conducted in early October 2013 to identify
available comparable, decent, safe, and sanitary units within Pleasanton and the
adjoining communities. A resource study for temporary housing was performed in
the Pleasanton/Dublin area in October 2014 for the purposes of this Plan. The
survey of the nearby area found availability of sufficient housing to accommodate
prospectively temporarily displaced households. These potential replacement
housing resources offer full amenities including kitchens and utilities unfurnished
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corporate housing. Additional resources include newly built housing that will be
coming “on-line” in the Pleasanton area.

The Section 8 survey identified numerous replacement housing resources, including
landlords willing to accept Vouchers, within Pleasanton and the general area (i.e.,
the Tri-Valley area) including vacancies at Pleasanton Gardens. There is a lack of
availability of studios in the area, which may result in referrals to one-bedroom units
instead.

Comparable replacement housing will be identified for each household before
mandatory displacement can occur for that household.

As may be sought by residents, the Authority will also provide consultation and
services relative to application for other programs offered by the Authority and other
agencies.

Relocation implementation is expected to begin immediately following the approval
of this Plan and funding, along with the award of the Tenant Protection Vouchers
and funding. Based on this timeline, there are no projects now, or planned in the
immediate future, which will impact negatively upon the efforts and ability of the
Developer in relocating any households.

PROGRAM ASSURANCES AND STANDARDS

The Developer will budget adequate funds to relocate any and all households during
the specified period of time.

Any assistance and re-housing services will be provided to ensure that moving does
not result in different or separate treatment of households based on race, nationality,
color, religion, national origin, sex, marital status, familial status, disability or any
other basis protected by the federal Fair Housing Amendments Act; the Americans
with Disabilities Act; Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964; Title VIl of the Civil
Rights Act of 1964; Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968; the California Fair
Employment & Housing Act and the Unruh Act, as well as any otherwise arbitrary or
unlawful discrimination.
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Services shall further conform to the standards and provisions set forth in Section 18
of the United States Housing Act (42 USC 1437p) and it’'s implementing regulations
(24 CFR 970.21); the Uniform Relocation Act (46 U.S.C. ' 4600 et seq.), its
implementing regulations (49 C.F.R.) Part 24), and the California Relocation
Assistance Law, California Government Code Section 7260 et. seq. (the “CRAL”),
and the California Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Guidelines,
Title 25, California Code of Regulations, Chapter 6, Section 6000 et. seq. (the
“Guidelines”) for residential displacements, and all otherwise applicable regulations
and requirements as may be necessary including HUD 1378.

RELOCATION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

A relocation representative will be available to assist households having questions in
regard to the household’s housing options and assistance in relocating.

Once the Plan is approved, a site office will be established with regular hours.

A comprehensive relocation assistance program, with technical and advisory
assistance, will be provided to those households who are required to relocate.
Close contact will be maintained with each household. In addition to distribution of
informational brochure for those households choosing to move off-site using the
Tenant Protection Voucher (See: ATTACHMENT 2), specific activities may include,
based on individual circumstances:

1. Fully inform eligible project occupants of the nature of, and procedures for,
obtaining relocation assistance and benefits;

2. Determine the needs of each residential displacee eligible for assistance;
3. Provide an adequate number of referrals — at least one — to comparable,

decent, safe and sanitary housing units within a reasonable time prior to
displacement, and assure that no residential occupant is required to move
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without a minimum of 90 days written notice to vacate;

4. Provide current and continually updated information concerning replacement
housing opportunities;

5. Provide special assistance in the form of referrals to governmental and social
service agencies, if needed. Referral agencies may include, but are not
necessarily limited to, the Department of Public and Social Services (DPSS)
for income maintenance or food stamps, Medi-Cal, Employment Development
Department, County Health and Human Services Department, and Child and
Adult Protective Services;

6. Provide assistance that does not result in different or separate treatment due
to race, color, religion, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, marital status
or other arbitrary circumstances;

7. Supply information concerning federal and state housing programs and other
governmental programs providing assistance to displaced persons;

8. Assist each eligible person to complete applications for benefits;

9. Make relocation benefit payments in accordance with State of California
Guidelines, including the provisions of the Last Resort Housing sections,
where applicable;

10.Inform all persons subject to displacement of the Authority’s policies with
regard to eviction and property management; and

11.Establish and maintain a formal grievance procedure for use by displaced
persons seeking administrative review of Authority decisions with respect to
relocation assistance.

On-going meetings with residents, including one-on-one meetings between the
residents and relocation staff, will be necessary to relocate residents with a minimum
of disruption. The relocation staff will be available to offer advisory service and
assistance, including providing transportation to view prospective replacement
homes, as necessary.
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CITIZEN PARTICIPATION/PLAN REVIEW

RESIDENT MEETINGS

To date, numerous meetings specifically related to the redevelopment of the site
have been held with residents of Kottinger Place and Pleasanton Gardens. The
Housing Authority and Developers used a service for interpreters for any non-
English speaking resident who required assistance at the meetings.

Residents have been provided a General Information Notice, which is included as
ATTACHMENT 3.

The Authority will ensure the following:
1. Full and timely access to documents relevant to the relocation program;

2. Provision of technical assistance necessary to interpret elements of the
relocation program and other pertinent materials;

3. The Plan will be reviewed to ensure that it is feasible.

4. Prior to any displacement activities a Relocation Plan will be prepared
pursuant to Section 6038 of the Guidelines, and adopted by the City of
Pleasanton.

RELOCATION BENEFIT CATEGORIES

As may be required, benefits will be provided in accordance with Section 18 of the
United States Housing Act; the Uniform Relocation Act (46 U.S.C. ' 4600 et seq.),
its implementing regulations (49 C.F.R.) Part 24), the California Relocation
Assistance Law (the “CRAL”), California Government Code 7260 et seq.; and the
California Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Guidelines, Title 25,
California Code of Regulations, Chapter 6, Section 6000 et seq. (the “Guidelines”)
and any other applicable regulations and requirements.

Benefits will be paid to eligible displaced persons upon submission of required claim
forms and documentation in accordance with Authority-approved procedures.
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Specific eligibility requirements and benefit plans will be detailed on an individual
basis with all displacees. In the course of personal interviews and follow-up visits,
each displacee will be counseled as to available options and the consequences of
any choice with respect to financial assistance.

Chapter 6 of Title 25 of the California Code of Regulations contains the relocation
regulations published by the California Department of Housing and Community
Development (HCD) that apply to state and local agencies. Section 6008(g) defines
a “dwelling” as: ‘. . . the place of permanent or customary and usual abode of a
person . . .. Additionally, ‘6008(g) states: “A second home shall be considered to
be a dwelling only for the purposes of establishing eligibility for payment for moving
and related expenses (as provided in ‘6090 Actual Reasonable Moving Expenses).

Pursuant to this definition of dwelling, both primary residents and any “part-time”
residents are entitled to the moving expenses detailed in ‘6090 as long as they meet
the eligibility requirements of ‘6034. Part-time residents are not entitled to rental
assistance payments.

MOVING PAYMENTS

There are two types of moving payments. Tenants being displaced off-site will have
the option of selecting either one, or a combination of the following:

A. Fixed Moving Payment

A ‘Fixed Moving Payment’ is based upon the number of rooms the tenant
occupies and whether or not the tenant owns their own furniture. The
payment is based upon a Federal Highway Administration schedule approved
for use in the State of California and approved by the Authority and is
included in Attachment 3.

If the tenant selects a fixed payment move, the tenant will be responsible for

arranging their own move and the Developer will assume no liability for any
loss or damage to the tenant’s personal property; or,
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B. Actual Moving Expense (Professional Move)

If the tenant wishes to engage the services of a licensed, commercial mover
and have the Developer pay the invoice, the tenant may claim the actual cost
of moving their personal property up to 50 miles.

The tenant’s relocation representative will inform the tenant of the number of
competitive moving bids (if any) which may be required and assist the tenant
in developing a scope of work for the Developer’s prior approval. Payments
for professional, actual moves will be paid directly by the Developer and may

include:

(a) Transportation of the displaced person and personal property.

(b) Packing, crating, unpacking, and uncrating of the personal
property.

(c) Disconnecting, dismantling, removing, reassembling, and
reinstalling relocated household appliances and other personal
property. Households will be provided reconnection charges for
those utilities that must be transferred and which are currently
subscribed.

(d) Storage of the personal property, as necessary.

(e) Insurance for the replacement value of the property in
connection with the move and necessary storage.

(f) The replacement value of property lost, stolen, or damaged in
the process of moving (not through the fault or negligence of the
displaced person, his or her agent, or employee) where
insurance covering such loss, theft, or damage is not
reasonably available.

(9) Other moving-related expenses that are not listed as ineligible

under § 24.301(h), as the Developer determines to be
reasonable and necessary.
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Temporary Relocation

Those households which need to be moved temporarily on- or off-site for
rehabilitation activities will be offered residential moving payments as outlined
above. During their temporary move, housing costs, for eligible households, will be
limited to their current rent plus utilities.

The Developer will pay any increased costs for housing, for eligible households,
directly to the pre-arranged, temporary landlord, if applicable. If a household does
not return to HHN upon notification of an available unit, any rental or relocation
assistance will be terminated.

These potential replacement housing resources offer full amenities including
kitchens and utilities, thus avoiding the need to provide a meal allowance per-diem.
If the replacement housing does not include cooking facilities, a meal allowance will
be provided.

Eligible households, subject to the Developer’s approval and if the temporary move
is off-site, wishing to move temporarily from the project for the duration of their
displacement, to housing not identified by the Developer (such as with family and/or
friends) will be reimbursed, pursuant to a pre-determined schedule, for rental
assistance to accommodate their household’s reasonable preferences.

Due to the temporary nature of such a move, accommodations will also be made for
storage of personal property, as necessary.

TENANT PROTECTION VOUCHERS

As residents of public housing, on-going rental assistance will also be available
pursuant to the provisions of the Section 8 program. The Section 8 program
provides for a household to pay thirty percent (30%) of the household’s adjusted
income — with some program-specific exceptions — for their monthly housing rental
costs.

Section 8 program Payment Standards are set by the Authority, based on the Fair
Market Rents issued by HUD. They're updated annually. A Payment Standard is the
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maximum allowable monthly assistance payment in the Authority’s jurisdiction for an
assisted household's (1) contract rent and (2) those essential utilities for which the
tenant is responsible, including a stove or refrigerator provided by the family.

Payment Standards are used to determine how much of the rent is paid by the
Authority and how much by the household. Payment Standards do NOT determine
or limit the rent a landlord may charge.

If comparable rentals are not available within the Authority’s Payment Standard for
specific replacement housing needs, and there is a difference between the current
rent and the new rent at the replacement dwelling, the household may be eligible to
receive a gap differential, called a rental assistance payment, based upon a 42-
month period.

A household may receive this rental assistance only if, without such assistance and,
in the Developer’s determination, they (the household) cannot lease a comparable
home or apartment at a lesser cost. If the household does not need such the
additional rental subsidy, they will not be eligible to receive such. If a household
qualifies for such a rental assistance payment, the household’s share of monthly
rent, plus utilities, must not exceed forty percent (40%) of adjusted monthly income
(per HUD standards), with the Developer paying the difference between 30% and
40% for a period of 42 months.

Requests for necessary advance payments will be expeditiously processed to help
avoid the loss of desirable and appropriate replacement housing. In addition, the
Housing Authority will refund security deposits paid by tenants when they moved into
public housing, less outstanding rent and miscellaneous outstanding charges such
as late fees, cable and previous maintenance charges. This refund will be offset by
any amount of security deposit or credit check fees advanced per below.

CREDIT CHECK AND SECURITY DEPOSITS

In order to alleviate hardships for the households receiving the Vouchers in paying
“move-in costs” (such as credit report fees and security deposits), the Developer will
provide up to seventy five dollars ($75.00) for credit checks and a maximum of two
months’ security deposit based upon the maximum monthly rent Payment Standards
as approved by the Housing Authority in the appropriate jurisdiction, payable directly
to the landlord. To accommodate special needs, such as the cost of making a unit
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accessible or increased fees or security deposits, the Developers will consider
additional assistance; please contact you relocation consultant for information.

Right to Return

Subject to availability and eligibility, qualified households will have the option to
return to newly constructed housing at Kottinger Gardens, following the transfer of
the phase two residents to newly constructed housing. Moving assistance will be
provided at that time. The Developer will maintain a list of households who wish to
return and it will be the resident’s responsibility to notify the Developer of any
changes to the contact information. Available units will be assigned on a “first come-
first served” basis.

On-Site Moves

Those residents being moved on-site will be offered an “Actual Move” as outlined
above. No household will be economically displaced, with the rent based on the
Total Tenant Payment (TTP), or 30% of the household’s monthly adjusted income.

PAYMENT OF RELOCATION BENEFITS

Claims and supporting documentation for moving benefits must be filed with the
Developer within 18 months from the date a tenant moves from a Public Housing
unit. The procedure for the preparation and filing of claims and the processing and
delivery of payments will be as follows:

1. Tenant(s) will provide all necessary documentation to substantiate
eligibility for assistance.

2. Assistance amounts will be determined in accordance with the
provisions of California Relocation Law and the Guidelines, as may be
applicable.

3. Required claim forms will be prepared by relocation personnel in

conjunction  with  tenant(s). Signed claims and supporting
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documentation will be submitted by relocation personnel to the
Developer.

4, The Developer will review and approve claims for payment or request
additional information.

5. The Developer will issue benefit checks for fixed moving payments
which will be delivered unless circumstances dictate otherwise.

6. Final fixed or actual moving payments will be issued after confirmation
that the scattered site premises has been completely vacated and
actual residency at the replacement unit is verified.

7. Receipts of payment will be obtained and maintained in the relocation
case file.

RELOCATION TAX CONSEQUENCES

In general, relocation payments are not considered income for the purpose of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or the Personal Income Tax Law, Part 10, of the
Revenue and Taxation Code. The preceding statement on tax consequences is not
intended to be provision of tax advice by the Housing Authority, its Agents,
Consultants or Assigns.

Tenants in receipt of moving and/or rental assistance payments are encouraged to

consult with independent tax advisors concerning the tax consequences of
relocation payments.

APPEALS POLICY

The Authority’s Grievance Policy will follow the standards described in Article 5,
Section 6150 et seq., Title 25, Chapter 6, State of California, Department of Housing
and Community Development (HCD) Program guidelines.

Briefly stated, displacees will have the right to request administrative review when

there is a perceived grievance regarding any of their rights to relocation and
relocation assistance, as to:
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Eligibility;

The amount of payment;

The failure to provide comparable replacement housing referrals; or
The Authority’s property management practices.

Pursuant to California Code of Regulations Section 6156(d), a complainant shall
have 18 months from the time s/he moves from the property to file a request for an
informal settlement of a grievance or a formal grievance hearing under the
Authority’s Grievance Procedure.

EVICTION POLICY

Under the State of California Guidelines, eviction by the Developer, related to
displacement, is permissible only as a last alternative. With the exception of
persons considered to be in unlawful occupancy, a displaced person’s eviction does
not affect eligibility for relocation assistance and benefits after issuance of a Notice
of Eligibility. Relocation records must be documented to reflect the specific
circumstances surrounding an eviction.

Eviction by the Authority, related to this Relocation Plan, may be undertaken only for
one or more of the following reasons:

1. Failure to pay rent, except in those cases where the failure to pay is due to
the Authority’s failure to keep the premises in habitable condition; is the result
of harassment or retaliatory action; or is the result of discontinuation or

substantial interruption of services beyond the control of Authority;

2. Performance of a dangerous and/or illegal act in the unit by tenant, tenant’s
guest(s) and/or invitee(s) or any combination thereof;

3. A material breach of the rental agreement and failure to correct breach within
30 days of notice;

4. Maintenance of a nuisance and failure to abate within a reasonable time
following notice;

5. Refusal to accept one of a reasonable number of offers of replacement
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dwellings; or

6. A requirement under State or local law or emergency circumstances that
cannot be prevented by reasonable efforts on the part of the Authority.

PROJECTED DATES OF DISPLACEMENT

Households will receive a Notice of Eligibility before they are required to move,
followed later by the statutorily-required 90-Day Notice to Vacate. The
implementation of phase 1 of the Plan is anticipated to occur in January 2016.

ESTIMATED RELOCATION COSTS

To fund the relocation, the Developers anticipate using available funds from project
funds. The Developers will make the necessary relocation funds available, on a
timely basis, to ensure the successful completion of the project. Any and all financial
assistance will be provided. The following is a breakdown of the anticipated
relocation costs:

L GENERAL INFORMATION

As you are aware, MidPen Housing, (referred to as the “Developer”) is proceeding
with the redevelopment of Kottinger Place public housing complex, which you
currently occupy. As the project proceeds, it will be necessary for you to move from
your home. You will be notified in a timely manner as to the date by which you must
move.

Please read this information as it will be helpful to you in determining your eligibility
and the amount of relocation benefits you may receive under the federal and/or state
law. We recommend you save this Informational Statement for reference.

The Developers have retained the professional firm of Autotemp to provide
relocation assistance to you. The firm is available to explain the program and
benefits.

PLEASE DO NOT MOVE PREMATURELY. THIS IS NOT A NOTICE TO VACATE

Please continue to pay your rent to the Housing Authority, otherwise you may
be evicted and jeopardize the relocation benefits you may be entitled to
receive.

The Developer, through its representatives, will assist you in locating a comparable
replacement dwelling by providing referrals to appropriate and available housing
units.

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If you select a Fixed Moving Payment, you will be responsible for arranging
for your own move and the Developers will assume no liability for any loss or
damage of your personal property. A Fixed Moving Payment also includes
utility hook-up and other related moving fees.

B. Actual Moving Expense (Professional Move)

If you wish to engage the services of a licensed commercial mover and have
the Developers pay the bill, you may claim the ACTUAL cost of moving your
personal property up to 50 miles. Your relocation representative will inform
you of the number of competitive moving bids (if any) which may be required,
and assist you in developing a scope of services for the Developer’s approval.

Credit Check and Security Deposit Assistance

The Developers will provide up to $75.00 for credit check fees and up to two months’
security deposit on the replacement home, directly to the landlord. The amount
advanced for security deposit and credit check fees will be offset by any refund of
the current security deposit.

Housing Choice Voucher

The Developers are providing Tenant Protection Vouchers (Vouchers) to eligible
displacees. A Voucher allows you to pay 30% of your adjusted household income
for rent. When you do move, you can use your Voucher at a replacement home. All
HUD Section 8 Program requirements apply, including the Housing Authority’s
Payment Standards and the Housing Quality Standards.

Rental Assistance

If you qualify and comparable rentals are not available within the Housing Authority’s
Payment Standard for your replacement housing needs, and there is a difference
between your current rent and your new rent at a replacement dwelling, you may be
eligible to receive a gap differential, called a rental assistance payment, paid to you
based on a 42-month period. You will be required to provide your relocation
representative with monthly rent verification prior to the determination of your
eligibility for this payment.

IV.  QUALIFICATION FOR AND FILING OF RELOCATION CLAIMS

To qualify for Replacement Housing Assistance, you must rent and occupy or
purchase and occupy a comparable replacement unit within twelve (12) months
from the date you move from the displacement dwelling. All claims for
relocation benefits must be filed with the Developer within eighteen (18) months
from the date on which you move.
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V. EVICTIONS

Any person who occupies the real property and is in lawful occupancy is presumed
to be entitled to relocation benefits. Except for the causes of eviction set forth below,
no person lawfully occupying property to be disposed of by the Developer will be
required to move without having been provided with at least 90 days written notice
from the Developer. Eviction will be undertaken only in the event of one or more of
the following reasons:

e Failure to pay rent; except in those cases where the failure to pay is due to
the Authority’s failure to keep the premises in habitable condition, is the
result of harassment or retaliatory action or is the result of discontinuation
or substantial interruption of services;

e Performance of dangerous illegal act(s) in the unit;

e Material breach of the rental agreement and failure to correct the breach
within 30 days of notice;

¢ Maintenance of a nuisance and failure to abate within a reasonable time
following notice;

e Refusal to accept one of a reasonable number of offers of replacement
dwellings;

e The eviction is required by State or local law and cannot be prevented by
reasonable efforts on the part of the Developer; or

e Just cause under the current lease.

VI. APPEAL PROCEDURES - GRIEVANCE

Any person aggrieved by a determination as to eligibility for a relocation payment or
the amount of a payment may have his/her claim reviewed or reconsidered in
accordance with the Developer’s appeals procedure. Details on appeal procedures
are available upon request from the Developers.

Background

As you are aware, MidPen Housing Corporation (“MidPen”), in partnership with the City of
Pleasanton and the Kottinger Place Redevelopment Task Force, proposes to undertake the
acquisition and redevelopment of Kottinger Place and Pleasanton Gardens. The proposed
redevelopment and expansion of the property will provide additional senior housing along
with many improvements while maintaining your affordable rents. MidPen’s team held their
first meeting to introduce the proposed project on April 9, 2012 and a second meeting to
provide a project update on October 10, 2012. Thank you to everyone who attended these
meetings.

This notice is to inform you of your rights under Federal and State law. If you are displaced
for the project, you will be eligible for relocation assistance under the Uniform Relocation
Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as amended.

This is NOT a notice to vacate the premises.

Rent

The refinancing and redevelopment of the property will not impact your rent. Your rent will
continue to be calculated at 30% of your household income.

You should continue to pay your monthly rent to the Housing Authority/Kottinger Place
because failure to pay rent and meet your obligations as a tenant may be cause for eviction
and loss of relocation assistance. You are urged not to move or sign any agreement to
lease a unit before receiving a formal notice of eligibility for relocation assistance. If you
move or are evicted before receiving such notice, you may not receive any assistance.
Please contact us before you make any moving plans.

Redevelopment

The redevelopment of Kottinger Place and Pleasanton Gardens will take place in at least
two phases. The phasing will allow as many residents as possible to remain on-site and
move into their new homes once construction is complete. Construction of the first phase is
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expected to begin in March of 2015, at the earliest. Please note this schedule is subject to
change.

This notice is to inform you that during this redevelopment, you will not be required
to move permanently offsite. Therefore, we urge you not to move anywhere at this
time. If you elect to move for reasons of your choice, you will not be provided
relocation assistance.

Throughout 2013, we will continue meeting with you to present initial site design plans and
keep you updated on the schedule and relocation planning. In addition, you will receive
quarterly newsletters from MidPen Housing with important project updates. Responses to
some of the most frequently asked questions are also included with this mailing for your
reference.

Relocation

You will be eligible for moving assistance, including all reasonable moving and packing
expenses and assistance reconnecting utilities. If a temporary move off-site is necessary,
suitable housing will be made available to you and you will be reimbursed for all reasonable
out of pocket expenses, including moving costs and any increase in housing costs. Upon
completion of the new homes, you will be able to lease and occupy another suitable, decent,
safe and sanitary apartment in the new Pleasanton Gardens/Kottinger Place complex under
reasonable terms and conditions.

Autotemp, our relocation consultant, will maintain communication with you and be available
to assist you during this process.

Conclusion

We look forward to working with you and assisting you during this transition.

Again, this is not a notice to vacate and does not establish eligibility for relocation payments
or other relocation assistance. This letter is important and should be retained. In the

The Pleasanton Housing Authority and MidPen Housing Corporation have contracted with
Autotemp, an experienced relocation consulting company, to perform relocation planning and to
provide counseling and advisory services for the Kottinger Place residents. The fifty existing
Kottinger Place households will be subsidized by the City of Pleasanton and then temporarily
relocated to comparable, decent, and safe housing units in the surrounding community for no
more than 12 months while the new affordable units are constructed.

The Pleasanton Housing Authority proposes to fund the relocation expenses with funds from the
City of Pleasanton’s Lower-Income Housing Fund.

The Pleasanton Housing Authority and MidPen Housing Corporation have met with the 50
Kottinger Place households on a regular basis to ensure all residents are aware of the proposed
development, and have the opportunity to provide feedback, which has been incorporated into
the redevelopment plans.

Since April, 2012, the Pleasanton Housing Authority’s extensive resident outreach included the
following:

Held two group meetings at the Kottinger Place community room to present and discuss
the proposed Inventory Removal Application and redevelopment plans with
approximately 50% of the affected residents in attendance;

Held one group meeting at the Pleasanton Gardens community room across the street
from Kottinger Place to receive resident feedback to incorporate in the plans with
approximately 50% of the affected residents in attendance;

Conducted individual meetings with residents to better understand their needs and
answer questions about the planned redevelopment, reaching approximately 80% of the
affected residents;

Circulated a survey for residents to fill out in order to gather more specific feedback
from approximately 80% of the affected residents.

All meeting invites and materials were translated into Chinese, Polish, and Korean and
translators were provided at every resident meeting. Residents provided the following feedback
at the meetings, interviews, and in the written surveys to the Housing Authority and MidPen:

Support for replacing Kottinger Place with new units as long as the new units and
development retain the existing character of the site. This includes open space for
gardening, private patios, and the option to continue living in a single-story unit;

The need for units with accessibility features, especially in the bathrooms and kitchens;

Couples and single residents requiring caregivers expressed desire for larger units than
their current studio to accommodate their household size and needs;

More affordable housing with rents equivalent to the levels at Kottinger Place is needed
in Pleasanton.



The proposed new affordable units to be constructed at the Kottinger Place Site after the
disposition is complete have been designed with this feedback and the existing residents in mind.
The fully-accessible one- and two-bedroom units will better meet the needs of the existing and
future residents and allow them to age-in-place and live independently for as long as possible.

Two Kaottinger Place residents (Don Byrd and Shengbo Lai) serve on the Housing Authority
Board of Commissioners, which met to review and approve the PHA Annual Plan update on
March 21, 2013. Additionally, one of the Kottinger Place residents (Bill Simpson) is a member
of the Kottinger Place Redevelopment Task Force, and represents the residents’ interests on the
Task Force. The Task Force met 11 times between March, 2012 and September, 2013. Each
Kaottinger Place household received a meeting notice before each Task Force meeting and
residents often attended the meetings.

Kottinger Place is the only asset owned and operated by the City of Pleasanton Housing
Authority (Housing Authority). Constructed in 1972 on a 3.3 acre site, its existing 50 single-
story units (unit numbers 1-50), which include 32 studios, 16 one-bedrooms, and 2 two-
bedrooms, serve low-income senior residents in the San Francisco Bay Area, one of the nation’s
most expensive housing markets. The Housing Authority’s mission is to serve the needs of low-
income families in the City of Pleasanton (City) by promoting the availability of decent, safe,
affordable housing. With this mission in mind, the Housing Authority has spent the last several
years planning for the future of Kottinger Place to ensure that the needs of current and future
residents will continue to be met. The Housing Authority conducted a comprehensive resident
outreach process to understand how Kottinger Place could better serve its residents and
performed a capital needs assessment of the condition of the units. Based on the results of these
efforts, the Housing Authority has determined that the physical condition of the units has made
them obsolete, no longer benefiting the residents or proving an effective way to provide decent,
safe, affordable housing.

The Housing Authority and City Council formed the Kottinger Place Redevelopment Task Force
(Task Force) to work with the Housing Authority and help develop a plan for Kottinger Place
that would ensure that it continued to meet the needs of its low-income residents. The Task
Force is comprised of local stakeholders, including representatives from the City Council and
Housing Authority Board, City Housing Commission, City Parks and Recreation Commission,
Kottinger Place, neighbors, and local affordable housing advocates. The Housing Authority and
Task Force evaluated the results of the third-party capital needs assessment (conducted in
February, 2012) and the resident feedback that the lack of accessibility in the units makes it
difficult for residents to age-in-place. The results of this evaluation and input prove that no
reasonable program of modification or rehabilitation would be cost-effective to return the
Kottinger Place units to their useful life according to HUD’s Total Development Cost
Calculation (HUD-52860-B).

If the Housing Authority was to perform the work identified in the capital needs assessment, the
City’s Building Department would require the issuance of a building permit due to the type and
overall cost of the work. An application for a building permit would need to demonstrate that the
rehabilitation plans meet California Building Code Chapter 11B. More specifically, the Building
Department calculated that a total of three (3) units would need to comply with Sections 11B-
809.2 through 11B-809.4 and Section 11B-206 and one (1) unit would need to comply with
Section 11B-809.5. All other ground floor units would be required to be made adaptable in
compliance with Chapter 11A, Division IV — Dwelling Unit Features. Documentation proving
obsolescence and approval of the documentation from Surendra Patel, HUD Special
Applications Center Engineer, is included as an attachment to this Application in Section 9,
line 2: Addendums.



In addition to the condition of the units, the physical condition and location of Kottinger Place
makes it unsuitable for housing purposes as it is currently designed and operated. The walkways,
parking lot, and unit entrances do not meet current State accessibility requirements, making it
difficult and, in certain situations, impossible for elderly residents using a walker or wheelchair
to move around the site. Accessibility throughout the site is a top priority for the residents and
Housing Authority. Additionally, Kottinger Place’s water consumption is very inefficient.
Water conservation is mandatory in most jurisdictions in California, including the City of
Pleasanton. Kottinger Place’s 3.3 acre site is currently landscaped with lawn and other plants
that are not native or drought-tolerant and require regular water, making it near impossible to
conserve water and cut usage by at least 25% while still maintaining the overall quality of the
property. Lastly, emergency vehicle and fire truck access to the site is currently limited and in
some locations does not meet the fire department’s requirement that the truck, when parked, is
within 150 feet of a dwelling unit. For these reasons and the cost justification provided in HUD-
52860-B, the Housing Authority considers Kottinger Place obsolete, justifying the disposition
and allowing for the implementation of a plan that will allow the Housing Authority to better
serve the existing residents and provide for additional affordable homes for residents on the
Housing Authority’s waitlist and throughout the community.

Given the obsolete nature of its only asset, the Housing Authority worked with the Task Force to
develop a redevelopment plan that would allow it to continue to meet its mission. The Task
Force evaluated several options for redevelopment, and recommended the Housing Authority
partner with the City, which owns two sites adjacent to Kottinger Place, and Pleasanton Gardens,
Inc., a nonprofit owner of a 40-unit senior housing development across the street from Kottinger
Place. Through this partnership, a visionary redevelopment plan emerged. The plan includes the
new construction of 185 fully-accessible one- and two-bedroom affordable units, of which 103
will be built in place of the current 50 on the Kottinger Place site. All units will be financed
using Low-Income Housing Tax Credits (LIHTC) and 50 of the units will be further subsidized
with a 15-year Project-based Section 8 Contract administered by the Housing Authority of the
County of Alameda.

The proposed plan, approved by the City Council in May, 2014, will more than double the
affordable units available to seniors in this location. All of the units will be accessible for the
senior residents, responding to their feedback and allowing them to live independently for as
long as possible. The Housing Authority and the City have entered into a Development
Agreement with MidPen Housing Corporation (MidPen), one of the largest and most
experienced non-profit developers in Northern California. MidPen will be responsible for
managing the redevelopment, including securing the tax credit financing, overseeing the resident
relocation, and managing the construction. The City will record a thirty-year use agreement on
the land, restricting 131 units at eighty percent (80%) of the Area Median Income and will retain
ownership of land.

The Housing Authority’s mission to provide decent, safe, affordable housing for its residents will
be best implemented through the redevelopment of Kottinger Place. Increasing the supply of
affordable housing and maintaining long-term affordability are top priorities shared by the
Housing Authority and the City. The new affordable senior homes will continue to benefit the
existing Housing Authority residents and the households currently on the Housing Authority’s



waitlist. The extensive resident and community outreach and diligent evaluation of the physical
condition informed the planning process and helped create a plan that addresses the identified
issues while providing considerably more affordable units. The increased public benefit
achieved through the redevelopment will only be made possible through the proposed disposition
action and conveyance of the Kottinger Place site for a nominal amount to the City. This plan,
which embodies the Housing Authority’s mission, has received support from City leaders,
elected officials, planners, affordable housing advocates, residents, and neighbors, and is proof
of what can be accomplished when partners and stakeholders work together to develop and
implement a shared vision.

Based on your informal submission (copy attached), the rehabilitation costs meet the definition of
obsolescence as defined by 24 CFR 970. An application for disposition will be accepted with the cost as
previously discussed (copy attached). Please include the attached document “Final Kottinger Place
Rehab Estimate” and copy of this email with PIC application.

Please keep in mind that the cost of rehabilitation is only one half of the two part test for obsolescence as
defined by 24 CFR 970. The second part of the test is to demonstrate that the development will not be
stable, marketable and/or sustainable after the rehabilitation. Your application will also have to
complete the statement “Even if we spent all this money to rehabilitate the facility it would still be a bad
place for our clients to live because...” The statement after “because” has to address issues not picked up

in your cost estimate.

e Please note that SAC has only reviewed the cost portion of the obsolescence test. The application
will have to comply with all of the requirements stipulated in 24 CFR 970, HUD Notice PIH 2012-7
and the instructions on HUD Form 52860.
